The plasma physics group headed by Professor Earl Scime at West Virginia University (ulysses.phys.wvu.edu/~escime) invites applications for a Postdoctoral Research Associate position. The primary responsibilities of the position involve the development of a pulsed UV laser diagnostic for deployment on the DIII-D tokamak. Experience in nonlinear optics and optical design is required. Experience with high-temperature plasmas is preferred. The successful applicant will participate in all aspects of the design and deployment of a novel edge diagnostic for fusion plasmas. The position will involve significant travel between San Diego, CA and Morgantown, WV.  The salary and benefits are competitive and the successful applicant will have opportunities to develop new research ideas, participate in proposal development, and mentor graduate students. Morgantown is regularly listed among the top ten small cities on the east coast of the USA and is located approximately 70 miles south of Pittsburgh, PA and 200 miles east of Washington, DC.
